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- INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS - 

Remove seat(s). 

Remove engine service cover (`18+ models). 

Remove plastic engine cover.  Cut zip ties (5) holding wire 

harness to intake manifold. Remove screws (3) and re-

move ECU from intake manifold. (Figure 1)

Remove plastic block-off plate from intake manifold. (1 

torx screw). (Figure 2)

Install appropriate supplied barbed fitting into supplied 

billet adapter. NOTE: Apply pipe thread sealant to 

threads on fitting. Do not overtighten fitting. 

Install billet adapter into manifold and secure using bolt 

previously removed. TIP: Apply glass cleaner to o-

ring first. (Figure 3)

Attach vacuum line from accessory onto barbed fitting 

completely. Secure with supplied small zip tie. (Figure 3) 

NOTE: Supplied plastic “T” fitting may be installed into 

vacuum line to allow multiple devices (blow-off valve, 

fuel pressure regulator, etc.) to be used with vacuum 

port.
